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The Early Days of WSQ

The following notes were prepared by Ken McCall, who talked to WSQ members about the history of the
Society at the Wednesday forum night on 17 June:

This is just a short talk on how The Woodturning Society of Queensland was started. The origins of the Club
came about because three people, Ben Flack, Tom Garden and myself were members of The

Wo o d c r a fGuilsl. mamrwés sery keen to have a display of wood turning at a forthcoming show that
the Guild was putting on at Mt Coot-tha. But the Committee knocked that idea on the head.

After the meeting, Tom, Ben and myself thought that we should have our own club. Tom said he would

contact a few people interested in turning. Ben Flack suggested we meet at his house at Sunnybank.
Consequently a few of us met at Tom Garden®"s ho
as | can recall, those present were Ben Flack, Tom Garden, Gary Beck, Les Stennett, Frank Wighton, Keith

Hall and Paul Tweedle. The Committee elected Les Stennett President, Tom Garden Secretary, Gary Beck
Treasurer, and myself Vice Presi dewryother\Wtek Wileeci de
had to stop this because of the competition between our wives as to who could put on the best afternoon tea!

We managed to get rooms in Edward Street, and met on Friday nights. Because Les had been promoted at

the College, he could not come on Friday nights, so | ran the meeting for about a year. At this time late-night
shoppingstatedand it became i mpossible to get parking
wife was President of The Spinners and Weavers Club which met in a Hall at Milton. This enabled the

Turners to gain use of that Hall for quite a number of years.

I n the first years, The Woodcr aft s mteantfe®Woo&ui | d d
Turners took their place. We were lucky enough to get a few announcers from Channel 9 to open the Show
each year and Channel 9 televised segments of our show which helped the Club to grow quite quickly.

I became President for a few years and the Committee decided to run an International Meeting. An early
member, Terry Henderson, had joined the American Wood Turners Society. He went to the U.S. to see a
number of their shows and invited several top turners to come out to our show along with several English
turners and a few Australians turners. This Turning Show was held at the Bardon Development Centre over
3 days. Over 280 people from many parts of the world attended. It was an outstanding success, and this
success has been followed every year at the Timber and Working With Wood shows.

By 1983, the Club had about 85 members and a very active committee. Because of the lack of parking in
Milton, the Club moved to a hall in Nundah. While there, one of our members, architect Bob New, drew up
plans for a new premises to be built behind the existing hall. The plans were submitted to the Brisbane City
Council which, though agreeable, would only allow a one year lease. This was not acceptable to our
Committee. Fortunately, one of the current members was a leading Scout Master who became aware of the
existence of a disused Scout Hall. The Club successfully secured the premises that we now occupy.

We subsequently have run two very successful International Meetings at Griffith University. The Wood

Turning Society had grown so much that by 1993 we had about 250 members. A very active committee and

our “resident builder, Jack Turner” have provid
improving our amenities enormously. People like John Carter ran the office for ten years, printing the

Newsletters, running the Club, BBQs, etc.

Those of us who have travelled around the world and Australia see the very high standard of work that our

members produce. We see that many other Clubs that exist in S.E. Queensland have their origins from this

Club. Having a fantastic groupofpeo pl e running the CIl ub, it makes

Mark Baker makes 10 boxes which range from egg and sphere shapes, right pFrrrETETTTTTT T
through to a natural edged box. Some are turned with a knob or finial and 0 =&
some are turned without. There is plenty variety in this area for all levels of
turners.

Tracy Owen describes a variety of methods for coring out bowl centres,
including using a parting tool through to a bowl saver. He also describes how
to use PVA glue to slow drying.

Paul Loseby turns a screw top hollow form from Spanish olivewood. He
describes the method of using traditional thread chasing as well as the modern
use of plastic inserts from pipe fittings.

John Lovatt talks about practical design and good planning, including the
golden ratio, inspiration and the effects of fashion.

Steven Russell continues his comprehensive look at adhesives and their
applications.

For the beginners Nick Arnull takes a detailed look at the spindle gouge including sharpening, turning beads
and coves and shear scraping.

Finally for the chuck junky, the Sorby Wobble chuck. This is an inexpensive
introduction to off-centre or eccentric turning. The matching faces of the back and
front of the chuck are angled so rotating the upper section of the wobble chuck off-
sets the piece. The piece can be held by a central screw — like a screw chuck — or by
three screws — like a faceplate —or by both means.

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TREE OF THE MONTH

Kwila

Botanical Name:Intsia bijuga formerly afzelia bijugasyn. Afezlia australis.)

Family Name: Leguminoseae

Local Names:Johnston River teak, scrub mahogany (North QLD), merbau (Malaysia), vesi (Fiji),
Moluccan ironwood (United Kingdom), go-nux (Vietnam), ipil (Philippines), hintzy (Madagascar), melila,
bendora (PNG), lumpho, lum-paw, makamong (Thailand), kivoli, vuvula (Solomon Islands).

Kwila is a large hardwood attaining 40m in height, with a trunk of 0.6mindi a met er . It " s
forming a spreading canopy.

Kwila occurs in the Johnston River and Daintree areas of North QLD, Malaysia, Fiji, Vietnam, Philippines,
Madagascar, PNG, Thailand, Solomon Islands, New Caledonia, Vanuatu and Samoa.

Sawn timber of this species is readily available.

Grain: The grain is variable but usually interlocked or wavy, texture is coarse but even. Backsawn material
has an attractive figure.

Density: 830 to 865kg/m?3 at 12% moisture content; approx 1.2m3 of seasoned sawn timber tonne.
Shrinkage to 12% MC: 2.6% (tangential); 1.2% (radial). These values apply to New Guinea Kwila.

Durability: Class 2 —Highly resistant to decay when fully exposed to the weather, clear of the ground and
well drained with free air circulation. Only moderately decay resistant in the ground.

Lyctid Susceptibility: Untreated sapwood is susceptible to lyctid borer attack.

Hardness:Hard (rated 2 on a 6 class scale) in relation to resistance to indentation and ease of working with
hand tools.

Machining: Working properties variable. Cuts cleaning but may have a blunting or gumming effect on
cutting edges. Cutting angle should be reduced to 20° when planning quarter sawn stock. It turns well.

Gluing: Glues satisfactorily expect with casein glues.
Finishing: It takes paint, stain and polish well, but gum bleedthrough or oily patches may affect the finish.

Uses: Decorativa Furniture, turnery, panelling, joinery, shop fitting, cabinet making, parquet flooring,
carving, veneer, counter and bench tops.
Other T Boatbuilding, vats, musical instruments, bowls and tool handles.

Sapwood:Sharply differentiated from the heartwood.
Heartwood: Dark red-brown or yellow-brown in colour.

Texture: Coarse and even; grain often interlocked.
